CALL TO ORDER: The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 North Main Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG:  The Pledge to the Flag was recited by those present.

PRAYER:  Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer.

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Elton Marzon, Mike Daubenspeck, and Aaron Gurley answered roll call.  Also present was City Attorney, Julie Newhouse.

MINUTES:  Daubenspeck moved to approve the minutes of the August 2, 2022 meeting as presented.  Bridges seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  Mayor Pavey reported as follows:
1. Tomorrow is the Laker Implement open house.
2. September 14 is the Diamond Pet Food ground breaking.
3. Manufacturing Day is August 30th.
4. We will be having an executive session between now and our next meeting. 
5. We will meet tomorrow to discuss our options for the fire station remodel.
6. Dates to be aware of:  budget public hearing September 20th; budget adoption October 4th; salary ordinance must be passed before November 1st.

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT: Clerk-Treasurer Copley reported that she has received notice that the 2nd distribution of the American Rescue Plan will be deposited in the City’s account tomorrow.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  Council President Berkemeier said he was pleased to see a date for the Diamond Pet Food ground breaking.

He asked if we would have a budget workshop.  Mayor Pavey said we will schedule one.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
· READi Destination – We were approved by our region for approximately $1.5 for support of infrastructure for the Diamond Project.
Community Center – Everything has been turned in.
· Amphitheater/Park Board – The 5th concert is August 27th -  
· Housing/Boulders – They are getting ready for an open house of the spec home.
· Diversity, Equity and Inclusion Council – Golf Outing September 24th   

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS: 
Planning & Zoning – Pro-Tem Director Jenkins reported that there will be APC and BZA meetings tomorrow.  Mayor Pavey said he is pushing for a hearing officer to try to be more sensitive to timing issues.

Fire/Rescue – The Board of Works gave approval to start the hiring process.  

Park – Director Burklow encouraged Council to stop by Booker T to see the improvements that have been made.  He said it is really looking nice.  

They are working to stay on top of the mowing.
 
Police – The Board of Works gave approval to hire Jordan Sheffer for the dispatch position.  They will continue to take applications for the patrol position.

They took possession of the new car today. We will install the equipment before putting it on the road.

Tucker said he had budgeted for 2 police cars this year, but had decided to wait.  He received information today that Fletcher Dodge in Franklin has several cars with no buyers.  He will bring some quotes at the next meeting so they can go ahead and purchase the second vehicle.

Animal – Director Hanna reported that they have remove 63 cats from 2 homes in the past week.  The owners will only be allowed to keep 4 cats and they must be spayed or neutered. 

The 3rd Saturday of each of the next 3 months we will be hosting an adoption event.  

Street – Commissioner Miller reported that they are working on Hollywood Drive to fix a dip in the road, put in curbs, and sidewalks.  They hope to get asphalt down by the end of the week.  

They are also working on lighting at the Amphitheater.
