CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 North Main Street Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:20 p.m.

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG:  The Pledge to the Flag was recited by those present.

PRAYER:  Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer.

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Elton Marzon, Mike Daubenspeck, and Eli Bridges answered roll call.  Aaron Gurley was not present.  Also present was City Attorney, Tracy Newhouse.

MINUTES:  Bridges made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 20, 2022 meeting as presented.  Daubenspeck seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

MAYOR’S REPORT: 
Mayor Pavey reported that he and the department heads held a retreat last week.  He said it went well and was needed.
