MEETING OF THE CITY OF RUSHVILLE, INDIANA
COMMON COUNCIL
SEPTEMBER 20, 2022
6:00 P.M.												

CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 North Main Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG:  The Pledge to the Flag was recited by those present.

PRAYER:  Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer.

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Elton Marzon, Mike Daubenspeck, and Eli Bridges answered roll call.  Councilman Gurley arrived later in the meeting. City Attorney, Julie Newhouse was also present.

PUBLIC HEARING:  2023 City Budget – +Clerk-Treasurer Copley said the total 2023 budget advertised in Gateway was in the amount of $12,326,826.00.  There were no questions or comments, Daubenspeck moved to close the public hearing.  Berkemeier seconded the motion.  The public hearing was closed. 

PUBLIC HEARING:  2023 Library Budget – Jimmy Shanahan explained that the Library will be purchasing debt for the new community center which will put them past the 5% budget increase.  Therefore, the Library budget for 2023 will need to be approved by the City.  There were no other comments or questions; Bridges moved to close the public hearing.  Marzon seconded the motion.  The public hearing was closed. 

MINUTES:  Bridges moved to approve the minutes of the September 6, 2022 meeting as presented.  Marzon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  Mayor Pavey gave the following report: 
1. There was lots of activity in Rushville over the weekend.  There was the bicentennial celebration, Willkie Days and Rushfest, the covered bridge bike ride, the last concert, and the Spark walk   All of the activities went well.  Pavey thanked everyone for their help.
2. Last week was the ground breaking for Diamond Pet Foods.  
3. We had a dedication of sorts in honor of Mayor Gibson, the longest serving mayor of Rushville.
4. The City was given a bust of Wendell Willkie for display. 

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:  None.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT: Council President Berkemeier said he wanted to say congratulations to the community for this past weekend.  He offered a special thank you to Mayor Pavey, Brian Sheehan, and the Department Heads.

Councilman Gurley arrived at 6:10.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS: 
Code Enforcement/Zoning – There will be an APC and BZA meeting tomorrow.

Jenkins has received word that a stay has been filed with the Rush Circuit Court on the order of demolition for 403 N Perkins. He has not yet received any paperwork to affirm that information.

Fire – Applications will be accepted until the end of this week.

The generator is being put back on the tower.

Police – Chief Tucker said they received 6 applications for the patrolman position.

They continue working on the insurance claim.

The new car is at the installers.  It should be back within the next couple of weeks.

Animal Control - Director Hanna reported that they have received $2,000.00 from Jim Irsay and $1,500.00 from the Best Friends Network.  This will allow them to charge $25.00 for adoptions for a period of time.

Street – Heavy trash will be next week on the same day of the regular trash route.

Park – We have begun restructuring the department.  We will start advertising for openings.     

CITIZEN CONCERNS/COMMENTS:  Mr. Bohlen letter - Gurley said he drove by the area of concern of Mr. Bohlen.  He is concerned about keeping kids safe at the park.  He suggested things such as putting up a fence around the park, lowering the speed in this area, and a 4 way stop.  Chief Tucker said they will study the area.  Bridges said we also need to take a look at the signage in the area because some of it is outdated.

1. Fire Department:
· Ambulance Remount Update – The ambulance remount has been approved by the Board of Works.  Due to the amount it should also be approved by Council.  Marzon moved to approve the ambulance remount, the renovation of the fire station, and the purchase of air packs.  Daubenspeck seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
·  Renovation – Letter to accept bid and move forward – approved by BD WKS
· Air Packs – 5-year financing

2. Diamond Pet Foods Financial – We continue to have discussions.

3. Resolution 2022-18 – Transfer Board of Works – Berkemeier made a motion to approve Resolution 2022-18. Gurley seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

4. Resolution 2022-19 – Reduction of spending - Gurley moved to approve Resolution 2022-19.  Berkemeier seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

5. Resolution 2022-20 – This Resolution is approving the debt for least rental bonds.  Daubenspeck made a motion to approve Resolution 2022-20.   Berkemeier seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

6. Ordinance 2022-27 – 2023 Budget – October 4 meeting.

CLAIMS: Berkemeier moved to approve the claims as presented.  Marzon seconded the motion.  Gurley abstained from voting.

ITEMS NOT KNOWN IN ADVANCE:  Mayor Pavey said he had a conversation with Matt Kraushar, a vegetation expert from Indot concerning trees.  We will investigate further and come back with some type of plan.
