CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date immediately after the Board of Public Works meeting.  The meeting took place at 330 North Main Street Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:23 p.m.

MINUTES:  Bridges moved to approve the minutes of the August 16, 2022 meeting as presented.  Daubenspeck seconded the motion.   Motion carried.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  None.

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:  Copley asked Council to consider Transfer Resolution 2022-17.  Marzon moved to approve Resolution 2022-17 as presented.  Bridges seconded the motion.  Motion carried.   

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  None.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
· READi Designation – Working through City Center – $1.4 million has been approved for the Diamond Pet Food Project.
· Amphitheater/Park Board – There will be one more concert along with a parade, festival, and several other events. 
· Housing – There will be a final draw request from RL Coon and a bond release. 
· Diversity, Equity and Inclusion Council – Golf Outing September 24.    

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS: 
Fire – Chief Justice said they are still in the hiring process through the 23rd.  Fifteen applications have been picked up and 4 returned.

Police - Chief Tucker is working with the insurance company on storm damage.

They will continue accepting applications until September 16.

Park – Director Burklow is working with the insurance to replace a fence.  

The Park Department was awarded a $20,000.00 grant from Emerson for a pergola at the CJD Park.  They also received a $1,500.00 grant from Duke for trees at the park.  Pavey informed Council that the interns wrote the 2 grants for the park department.

The pickle ball court has been a big hit.

The Board of Works gave approval to start the hiring process due to Brian Sowder quitting today.

CITIZEN CONCERNS/COMMENTS: Mayor Pavey asked Council to review the copy of a letter he sent to them from Mr. Bolen who resides at 841 N Sexton.

CCMG 8th Street - The last phase is under construction. 
Hunt Road – Scheduled to start in November.

Police Car Purchase – The Board of Works approved the purchase of a police car from Fletcher Dodge with immediate possession.

· Resolution 2022-16 Authorization of BOT Agreement – Bridges moved to approve Resolution 2022-16 as presented.  Marzon seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
· Bondry Consulting Master Service Agreement – The Board of Works approved the agreement with Bondry Consulting. 
· Baird Engagement Letter – The Board of Works approved the engagement letter with Baird.
· Taft Timeline – The timeline is in the power-point presentation.

4. General:
· Ordinance 2022-21 Amending Zoning Ordinance Hardship – Daubenspeck moved to approve Ordinance 2022-21.  Gurley seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
· Ordinance 2022-22 Zoning Variance Hearing Office – Gurley moved to approve Ordinance 2022-22.  Daubenspeck seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

5. 2023 Budget Work Session - There will be a budget work session next Tuesday, September 13 after the utility board meeting 

6. Street Lights - Street lights near the school were scheduled to go in today. We will check on the progress.

7. Traffic Committee – Now would be a good time to decide if we want to change the speed limit on East 8th Street.

The food pantry is asking for a pedestrian crossing.
