CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville, Indiana met on the above date and time at 330 North Main Street Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

5. Greg Shook informed the Mayor that their portion of the storm damage has been closed out except for the deductible portion.

1. INDOT/CCMG Update
a. Main Street – The State came in yesterday to inform us that the contractor will be in town to replace 26 handicap ramps.  They are hoping to complete this project yet this year.
