MEETING OF THE CITY OF RUSHVILLE, INDIANA
COMMON COUNCIL
DECEMBER 6, 2022
6:00 P.M.												

CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 North Main Street Suite 300 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG:  The Pledge to the Flag was recited by those present.

PRAYER:  Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer.

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Elton Marzon, Mike Daubenspeck, and Eli Bridges answered roll call.  Aaron Gurley was not present.  City Attorney, Julie Newhouse was also present.

MINUTES:  Berkemeier moved to approve the minutes of the November 15, 2022 meeting as presented.  Daubenspeck seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

MAYOR’S REPORT:  Mayor Pavey gave the following report: 
1. Duke came out and gave an estimate on the Park Department efficiency project.  The cost is approximately $6,000.00.  Pavey said he would like to move forward.  The cost usually ends up being less.  
2. Will be meeting with Council President Berkemeier to discuss North Washington Street.
3. Park Department – Kathy Jackley has applied for 2 grants through the Foundation.  One was to be used only for programing and was in the amount of $9,000.00 to $10,000.00 range. One was approximately $2,000.00 to replace chains on swings.
4. Made a library appointment to replace Tim Yazel with Amanda Harris.  
5. Dan Degalow was in the RCHS class of 1986.  He has been promoted to the next commanding general of the 38th Infantry Division of the Indiana National Guard.  There has never been a general from Rushville.  
6. Dennis Goins graduate of the RCHS class of 1979 was named to the Indiana Basketball Hall of Fame.

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:  Clerk-Treasurer Copley informed Department Heads that their final claims need to be turned in by noon on December 27.  The docket will be approved on the 29th.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  Council President Berkemeier congratulated Mark Baker on passing the advanced EMT course on the first try.

Berkemeier said he had spoken with Councilman Marzon regarding redistricting.  We checked to see if the school districts needed to be updated.  We found that they are where they should be.  We do have to recertify that we are not changing and will go with our current district areas.  Berkemeier will work with the City Attorney to do whatever needs to be done to recertify.  
 
Over the last 2 weeks Berkemeier has attended meetings on different projects.  He said he would like to commend McCane, Leslie Staul, and Mayor Pavey on the work they are putting in.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
· READi Designation –  iamond is through and approved.  The Community Center has been submitted.  We are working on letters of support and letters of commitment.  We continue to work to get tax credits. 
· Amphitheater/Park Board – The roll out announcement should be coming soon. 
· Housing Boulders – Nothing. 
· Diversity, Equity and Inclusion Council – Nothing.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS: 
Fire – Chief Justice reported that the new air packs are in service.  They donated 18 sets of the old air packs to a couple of township departments.

They received a grant from Rush Shelby Energy for $4,362.77 towards the purchase of the training mannequin.  

The Board of Works approved to hire Zach Boling.  The last person hired decided to go someplace else.

Thanks to Davis Towing for their help moving a lot of containers for us.  

Street – Assistant Commissioner Land reported that we were awarded $276,000.00 for CCMG projects.  They are for Willow Street and the intersection of 15th & Sexton.  

They are working at the Farmers Market to repair pavement that is sagging.

They are also working to move a light pole at 2nd & Main.

Police – Chief Tucker said they received a check from the insurance for $95,832.00 for the tower.  

We received a grant from Rush Shelby Energy for Operation Round-Up grant for $9,999.00.  The money will go to the upgrade of body cameras.

We will also be upgrading our Spillman server.  The cost will be divided between the Police Department, Fire Department and the County. 

Animal – Director Hanna said pictures with Santa was last Saturday.  

The shelter will be closed on December 16-18 to put new flooring down in the dog kennels.

CITIZEN CONCERNS/COMMENTS:  None.

1. INDOT/CCMG Update:  
· Main Street South of 4th Street – The handicap ramps are in south of 4th Street.   They have moved up as far as 8th Street.  We are not sure when the mill and resurfacing will be done.
· 2021 8th Street Phase III – The base coat was put down yesterday. 
· 2022-1 Hunt Road Culvert – They have not started this project.

5. Health Insurance Employer Buy Down – Bridges moved to approve putting in the employee’s Health Savings Accounts $500.00 for family and $250.00 for employee.  Berkemeier seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

6. Fuel Bids –  One bid was received from Co-Alliance Co-op. Berkemeier made a motion to table for review.  Bridges seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

CLAIMS AND OCTOBER 2022 BANK RECONCILIATIOIN – Berkemeier moved to approve the claims as presented and the October 2022 bank reconciliation.  Marzon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
