CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 North Main Street Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:10 p.m.

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG:  The Pledge to the Flag was recited by those present. 

PRAYER:  Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer.

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Elton Marzon, and Mike Daubenspeck answered roll call.  Aaron Gurley and Eli Bridges were not present.  Also present was City Attorney, Julie Newhouse.

MINUTES:  Berkemeier moved to approve the minutes of the March 21, 2023 meeting as presented.  Bridges seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

MAYOR’S REPORT: 
Mayor Pavey introduced Kyle Gardner, the new Director of Special Projects.  Gardner is 3 weeks in.  He said so far it has been very exciting. 
 
CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:  None.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  President Berkemeier said there was an email from AIM regarding the tornado victims in Whiteland and Sullivan.  Donations for Whiteland are to be taken to the Johnson County Community Foundation.  Sullivan donations should go to the White River Valley Community Foundation.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
· READi Designation – Readi is funding the water tower for Diamond. Readi is also funding a portion of the community center.  Pavey said they are going on a trip to Crown Point to look at their WMCA.
· Diversity, Equity and Inclusion Council – Councilman Marzon said there will be a round table discussion taking place in Fayette County at the Miller Building April 27 at 6:00 p.m.
· The event flyer for Juneteenth was approved last night.  They are working on a press release.  Marzon said he also has met with Imagine Nation Arts Council.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS: 
Street – Superintendent Land reported that demolition on 1605 N Main will take place April 17.

Indot informed him that they will start milling on Main Street on April 10th.

Dirt moving at the pond is going well.

They have cleaned out a ditch on 5th Street near Fort Wayne Road.

They started picking up yard waste this week.

Miller Pipe Line started on Hunt Road yesterday.

Fire – Chief Justice said the last person they hired failed his physical.  The Board of Works agreed to hire Andrew Sauerland.  

The BOW approved the promotion of lieutenant to Derrik Justice and captain to Brian Wagner effective April 22nd.
 
Last Thursday they had collected $3,500.00 for the baby box.  He met with a family that will donate $11,000.00 this Friday.

Police – Chief Tucker reported that he is working with the vendor to repair storm damage on the tower.  When they come to do the work there will be no lack of service.

The new body camera equipment will be coming in April or May.  We have started on line training.

Tomorrow we will start on a 2-day training for roadside detection of impaired drivers. 

During the next 2 weeks we will be participating in stop arm violation patrols in partnership with the school.  

We will start taking applications tomorrow for a patrolman position for a 6-week period.

Park – Director Shaw reported that they still do not have a manager or an assistant for the pool.
  
Jenson Smith has been helping us get the pool ready for this season.

We will be scheduling a meeting with Starweld to discuss the bridge and pergola.

The Street Department has helped us with various repairs and tree removal.

We are looking into an increase of some of our electric bills.

Animal Control – Director Hanna said they received a $15,000.00 grant to use for life saving measures.  They have ear marked the funding for a tag engraving machine and microchips.  This would be free to our community.
 
On April 23 the Public Vet will be here to spay and neuter 200 cats.

The Humane Society is now under a new board of directors.  Angie Yeend is the president.
 
The fence is up.

CITIZEN CONCERNS/COMMENTS: Sandy Fussner thanked the Street Department for fixing the pot holes in the alley.

There was also a concern reported to her regarding the parking lot at the Country Boutique.  Mayor Pavey said he has talked to them and he said he thinks we can come up with something that will work.

2022-2 – Willow Street Mill & Resurfacing – We need to coordinate the road surfacing with the new water line. We opened bids at the Board of Works meeting and awarded the project to the low bid from Robertson Paving of $93,683.50.
