CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 North Main Street Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG:  The Pledge to the Flag was recited by those present.

PRAYER:  Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer.

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Elton Marzon, Mike Daubenspeck, and Eli Bridges answered roll call.  Aaron Gurley arrived later in the meeting.  Julie Newhouse, City Attorney, was also present.  

MINUTES:  Bridges moved to approve the minutes of the May 2, 2023 meeting as presented.  Daubenspeck seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

MAYOR’S REPORT:  Live Stream and Archiving Meetings – Mayor Pavey said he attended an Indiana broad band stake holders meeting for the ARI region.
 
Pavey said we will want to keep an eye on House Bill 1167.  It applies to Cites and Counties, and possibly schools.  It basically says that every public meeting needs to be recorded and needs to be acceptable.  

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:  None.

Community Center – There is a possibility that ground breaking could take place in July. 
Diamond Pet Foods – The tower has been poured.  The silos will be poured this fall.  Foundations will be going in for the water tower. They are also preparing to put in a lift station.  We are starting to see the water line being attached from the south.  
· Diversity, Equity and Inclusion Council – Reminder: Juneteenth celebration will be Saturday June 17.  Mayor Pavey said he received word from Sandra Chapman today regarding the documentary on Carol Jenkins Davis.  The may stream the program from the park.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:  
Street – Commissioner Land reported that the Board of Works approved hiring Brandon Foust.

They are working on the storm sewer behind the Fire Department.

Globe is preparing to do paving on 8th Street.  They should be about ready to wrap up on Hunt Road.

High grass complaints should be turned into Mike Land.

Fire – Chief Justice reported that Colt Overby was approved by PERF and will start this Saturday.  

Three guys will be going to South Bend for swift water training. 

Hose testing was done this week.  

Police – Chief Tucker reported that the new body cameras have been put in service.  The quality is much better.

This week is Police week. 

They are starting a fund-raising campaign to construct a memorial monument for fallen officers and one for K9 officers.

They will continue taking applications until May 26.

Tucker nominated Andy Pomerlee for the district level officer of the year.  He won the district level.  Tucker have received word that on June 6th Pomerlee will be named VFW Officer of the Year for the State.

Councilman Gurley arrived at 6:13 p.m.

Park- Director Shaw reported that the pool pumps have been installed.   The pool is currently being filled.  PSS is scheduled to do final touches on Monday.  We need 2 clear tests before we can open.  We plan to open on the 26th.

We have a new pool party contract.  We will require a deposit.

Mowing is going well.  The dandelions are flourishing.

We have had a little more vandalism.
    
We need walkers for the Mayor’s 5K on May 27th.  We are planning to do a couple of radio spots. We have had have done very good getting sponsors.

Animal – Director Hanna reported that 23 cats were spayed or neutered.  They will be trapping in the Arthur Street area next week.  

Malory has received ACO I and II certifications.  Mary tests this week.  

Hanna and Malory will be attending the 2023 annual animal control summit on June 7 in Huntingburg.

The Carthage Library has asked us to give a presentation on responsible pet ownership. 

CITIZEN CONCERNS/COMMENTS: Junior Williams asked what will be in the new Community Center.  Mayor Pavey said the food pantry, library, senior citizens, and ICAP programs.  There will also be a YMCA fitness center and day care.

Williams also asked how many employees Diamond Pet Foods will have.  Pavey said approximately 170.  

He asked if the City was addressing the housing matter due to Diamond.  Pavey said we still have lots that can be developed.  We are working on a proposal for North Washington Street.  They just broke ground for additional apartments.
