MINUTES:  Bridges moved to approve the minutes of the July 3, 2023 meeting as presented.  Marzon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  None.

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT – Clerk-Treasurer Copley reported that the budget meeting with the DLGF is tomorrow @ 9:15 a.m.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS: 
Street – Superintendent Land said they completed 2 sidewalks.  They also repaired another storm drain.

Fire – Chief Justice said they interviewed 3 candidates and decided on Mariah Moore.  She is a firefighter and advanced EMT.  We are waiting on the results from the physical and psychological testing.  

We are waiting on counter tops.  The hood for the range was installed.  We are waiting on Ron Jarman to do the IT work.

Police – Chief Tucker said they are going to discontinue the hiring process for the time being.  

They have the new police car.  They will be putting in the equipment and expect to have it ready for the road in 60 days.

The K9 golf outing is August 19.

Park – Director Shaw reported that Corteva is putting in pollinator plots and have asked Kathi to consult with them on the project.  

The last day at the pool is Saturday, August 5.  They are discussing the possibility of foregoing the dog day at the pool this year.  
 
The Park Department had planned a fund raiser at the concert this past Saturday, but the concert was cancelled due to weather.  They have planned to do the raffle drawing next Friday, July 28 at City Hall Council Chambers from 10:00-12:00. 

We have received funds from the Mayor’s 5K walk in the amount of $5,654.58.

We will break ground for the pergola at CDJ Park in early August.

Work has started on the pedestrian bridge and the playground fencing. They hope to have the work completed tomorrow.  

Jackson Tracy has informed us that he will be leaving employment with us.  Shaw said he would like to hire two part time workers.

Utility – Superintendent Shook reported that Intat was shut down for a day so we could shut off the water to complete some work for the Diamond project.  He said Reynolds worked there all day.  Water was turned back on about 5:00 p.m.  They took a water test today.  Will check it again tomorrow. They received the portable generator for the lift station.  It was ordered 6 months ago.

Animal – Director Hanna reported that they have done 4 transports since our last meeting.  Thursday we will have another transport to Dayton for our 5th transport this month.  

We will be participating in the Carthage summer reading program Thursday afternoon.  

On the 26th a representative from the Joni Bernard Foundation will evaluate how our T & R program is doing.

For the rest of July, we will offer cats and kittens for adoption for $25.00.

We are doing an inventory of our medical supplies.
