CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville, Indiana met on the above date and time at 330 North Main Street Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m.

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG:  The Pledge to the Flag was recited by those present.  

PRAYER:  Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer.

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Elton Marzon, Mike Daubenspeck, and Eli Bridges answered roll call.  Aaron Gurley was not present.

MINUTES:  Bridges moved to approve the minutes of the October 3, 2023 meeting as presented.  Daubenspeck seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

MAYOR’S REPORT:  Mayor Pavey gave the following report: 
1. Announced the passing of Mike Grocox, Danny Mathews, and Kenny Brashaber.
2. We participated in the 8th grade student career day. 
 
CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:  Copley said the next meeting falls on Election Day and suggested moving the meeting to Monday, November 6th. 

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  Berkemeier said he will be out of town next week on vacation.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

· Community Center - Work continues. 
· Diamond Pet Foods - Utilities work is starting to wrap up.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS: 
Planning/Zoning/Unsafe – Director Copley reported that at last week’s training she spoke with someone on Indiana roads and pedestrian safety issues.  

She has had some inquiries regarding Air B & B’s.  She is looking at how to work language into the City’s zoning ordinance. 

She is waiting on our consultant to send a copy of the City’s edited version of our zoning ordinance.  

Street – Commissioner Land reported that the leaf vac is in the shop for repairs.  They intend to start picking up leaves late next week.  

Tomorrow they will be pouring a sidewalk.  They have 2 more sidewalks to complete this year.

Tom Paul Owens will be attending a tree seminar.  

Our portion of the cross walk at 15th & Sexton has been completed. There will be some temporary street closings next week while finishing up this project.

The Sign & Post Project should conclude by our next meeting.

The Rail Road Crossing grant will start tomorrow.

Fire – Chief Justice reported that the tower truck is out of service for repairs.  They are trying to get parts.  

Deputy Chief Menkedick has asked a doctor to come to present a class on pediatric trauma and pediatric burns.  This will be open to the County departments.  The training will be November 3 at the Work One building.  

Assistant Chief Green will be attending leadership classes.  

Our building is near completion.  Rosfeld will run some wires so we can hook up remaining items.  

November 1 the baby box will officially open.  We will have a ribbon cutting and will follow with an open house.  

We have received the paperwork for Terry Dance.  It has been hand delivered to PERF.  We hope that he will be working by the end of the week.  

We have not received any applications for the paramedic position.  

Police – Chief Tucker reported that the Board of Works gave authorization to start taking applications. 

The department participated in career day.  

The 5K is scheduled for November 4th.  The K 9 sculpture for the memorial is completed.  

We had a vehicle involved in an accident when a deer ran into the vehicle’s path.  It is in the shop being fixed.  

Park – Director Shaw thanked The Street Department for helping place the sculptures in CJD Park.  Malcom Perkins is the artist.  

Kathi Jackley will be attending a tree course.  There are 6 or 7 trees that are needing to come down in N Veteran’s Park this year.

Repairs on the pool showers cost approximately $400.00.

The elevator at BTW was inspected and we were given a list of items to take care of.

The extension on the pickle ball court started today. 

Animal – Director Hanna reported that the Board of Works approved to open the hiring process.  They also gave Hanna permission to purchase cat condos for $37,131.29.  

There are currently 71 animals at the shelter.

Utility – Mayor Pavey reported that Kyla Shaver is the new office manager for the Utilities.

1. INDOT/CCMG Update – 2022-2 15th Street & Sexton – Under construction.

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Ordinance 2023-10 – Elected Officials 2024 Salaries – Berkemeier moved to approve Ordinance 2023-10.  Bridges seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

2. Ordinance 2023-11 – 2024 Salaries (non-elected) - Berkemeier moved to approve Ordinance 2023-11.  Marzon seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

3. Ordinance 2023-12 Amending Trash Ordinance – Daubenspeck moved to approve Ordinance 2023-12.  Marzon seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

4. Resolution 2023-23 – Transfer Police – Berkemeier moved to approve Resolution 2023-23.  Bridges seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

Street Department
1. Sign & Post Replacement Project – Re-adjustment by RHWA – Mayor Pavey said the Federal highway will pick up 90% of the change order. 

General
1. READi 2.0 – short list with prioritization – This is in progress.   

· Ambulance Contract – We are meeting with the County to work out a contract.  They are going to allow us a 6-month time frame to prepare the contract. We are working on a 5-year contract

2. Grain Bin Demolition – Schedule – We signed off on the notice to proceed.  It goes into effect tomorrow.  The structure should be on the ground by December 17 and all items final by January 16. 

3. Utility Master Plan – OCRA Application Oct 25th – We are applying for an OCRA grant.  It will include water, waste water, and a storm water plan.  The Board of Works approved to enter into an agreement with the county with a 50/50 split.  

4. Street Lights Requests – There has been requests for street lights at 11th & Waggoner Drive; and 1204 N Harrison. Council agreed to move forward with street lights.

5. Parking Sign Request – Mocha Moose would like a parking sign in the back-parking lot for people picking up orders.  Council agreed to move forward. 

CLAIMS:  Daubenspeck moved to approve the claims as presented.  Berkemeier seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
