CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 North Main Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m.

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG:  The Pledge to the Flag was recited by those present.  

PRAYER:  Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer.

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, and Elton Marzon answered roll call.  Brad Berkemeier answered roll call via phone.  Mike Daubenspeck and Aaron Gurley were not present.  City Attorney, Julie Newhouse was also present.

PUBLIC HEARING:  OCRA/CDBG – Master Utility Planning Study - Trena Carter from Ara explained that this is a community block grant.  She asked for comments from the public.  She explained that this grant will be looking at the master utility plan for additional improvements in the future that will include waste water, storm water and drinking water.  Junior Williams asked how long it will take.  Carter said approximately 8 months. There were no further questions; Bridges moved to close the public hearing.  Marzon seconded the motion.  The public hearing was closed.

5. Kyle Gardner and Mayor Pavey attended workshops last week.
6. On the 7th Pavey attended the MORE ribbon cutting.
7. Congratulations to the new elected officials, Jemmy Miller, Rob Hadley and Ron Gardner.  Also, I gained a lot of respect for Junior Williams.  He was not successful but he worked very hard and attended Council meetings.  I hope he continues to come to meetings and stay involved.  
8. Saturday at 11:00 there will be a Veteran ceremony at the Veteran’s bridge.
9. On the 10th Rush County Community Foundation will have the Lilly 8 rollout.
10. Saturday I will attend the FFA fire banquet.

Planning/Zoning/Code Enforcement – Director Copley reported that she has several training sessions scheduled.

She is working on reinstating the registration of vacant and/or abandoned buildings.

She is also attempting to figure out a solution for derby car parking.

Street – Superintendent Land reported that their main project is currently leaf collection.  They will delay yard waste this week.

They are working to make repairs for a sink hole at 13th & Morgan.  They will also repair a broken pipe at 3 & 52.

Custer Electric will fix a damaged street light in front of the jail.

Chad Martz has completed his probation period.  He is doing a good job.

The project at 15th & Sexton is almost complete.

The railroad crossing project is completed.  It was 100% state funded.

The Board of Works approved hiring Michael Heuer as a driver.

Police – Chief Tucker reported that the K9 statue for the memorial has arrived.

Thursday and Friday of last week he participated in a Criminal Justice seminar on mental illness.

The 5K fundraiser was successful with 57 participants and $6,500.00 raised. 

Monday Tucker will participate in a county wide EMA action plan presentation.

Fire – Chief justice reported that the baby box dedication and open house went very well.  He thanked everyone for their help. 

Terry Dance began his employment with the City on Monday.

The tower truck is back in service.

Utility – The Board of Works approved the Highway Utility agreement in the amount of $50,895.00.
 
They will be repairing approximately 8 road patches around town this week or next.

They have completed approximately 84% of their work at Diamond.
