Street – Superintendent Land said they have completed the sidewalk applications for this year.  

They dug up the 600 block of Spencer Street.  But were unable to detect the problem.  Waste Water is checking to see if they can detect anything. 

The Willow Street and the Sign & Post projects have started.

Fire – Chief Justice reported that their new hire will go for his physical on the 12th.  It will probably be another month before he can start.

We have 6 firefighters along with one part-time paramedic that are taking a class for fire officers’ strategy & tactics.

Assistant Chief Green completed a class for Fire Chiefs with the State of Indiana.

The department participated in several events related to the war memorial.

Police – Chief Tucker said they will do an assessment of the 911 program tomorrow.  They will be looking strongly at cyber security.

Homecoming and Rush Fest will be on the same weekend of September 16.  This will cause a lot of activity to be aware of.

A couple of our cars have been damaged.  This may cause us to have to put the new cruiser on the road before it has all of the logos in place.

Planning & Zoning – The new Director, Samantha Copley, said she closed out one file on her first day on the job.

Utility – Superintendent Shook reported that the utility work at Diamond should be mostly completed by the end of October.  They are starting on the lift station.  The water tower has been painted.  

Next week they will start relocating the water line on the Herdrich project.

They did not find anything regarding the cause of the sink hole at 6th and Spencer.

Animal – Director Hanna reported that they have been cleaning up outside the building.  

They have requested a quote for new cat condos.

Land said he is not in favor of the City picking up their trash mainly due to damage to the roads.  Berkemeier said this would be more cost to the City and did not think this was a good idea.  Newhouse said Bridges is correct trailer parks are under the State Board of Health.   

Land said he also had a request from a church for a 3rd toter.  Land said he thought there should be a maximum number of toters allowed.  Council said they would like to know when we started picking up for churches and what ones we are picking up.
