

MEETING OF THE CITY OF RUSHVILLE, INDIANA
UNSAFE HEARING BOARD
AUGUST 1, 2023
5:30 P.M.											

CALL TO ORDER:  The Unsafe Hearing Board of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 N Main Street Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL:  Gary Cameron, Brad Berkemeier, and Phil King answered roll call.  Maria Bridges arrived later in the meeting.  Also present were City Attorney, Julie Newhouse, Chelan Kennedy and Leca Kennedy.

MINUTES:  Berkemeier moved to approve the minutes of the November 15, 2022 meeting as presented.  Cameron seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING:  Kennedy Property - 415 W 9th Street CF-23-68 – 
Police Chief Tucker handed out documentation.

On July 12, 2023 a nuisance notice was sent to Jason & Chelan Kennedy, 415 North 9th Street of approximately 15 ordinance violations. (See attached) Pictures were taken on July 11th.  Kennedy requested an appeal regarding the violations.  Pictures were taken today. There was very little change.  

Chelan Kennedy made the comment that this was a conflict for Chief Tucker due to the fact that he arrested Jason Kennedy for intimidation.  There is currently a criminal case in this matter.

Kennedy said they have turned in several pictures of similar violations throughout the City.  She said they have taken care of some of the violations.  She said if they have to abide by the ordinance then the other violators should also.  She said Chief Tucker served Jason Kennedy a ticket at his place of work.  Tucker replied that it was not a ticket, it was the violation notice.
  
Bridges arrived at 5:08 p.m.

Kennedy said they feel as though the police are harassing them since they continually drive by their residence and sometimes sit around the corner waiting for something to happen.

She said they have cut down the weeds and they moved one of the big trailers.  They still have 2 cars to move.    

Mayor Pavey said it seems that there has been an attitude that Jason Kennedy was going to fight everything.  He said some items are moved for a period of time, but are moved back and that goes against the city ordinance.  This constitutes a nuisance.  Kennedy said they did the crime and will take responsibility for it.  

Kennedy said her husband was not present because he is getting ready for knee surgery in 2 weeks and can barely walk.  
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Berkemeier said if we make the decision to uphold all violations and you do not abate the situation within a number of days then the City will come in and remove the violation objects.  He asked Kennedy what she thought was a reasonable amount of time.  

Leca Kennedy asked if that means that all other race cars in the City must be moved.  

Pavey said yes, when we receive a call we are going to follow up.  He said Kennedy can’t tell the City that they will clean up the issues after others clean theirs up.  It does not work that way.

Kennedy requested 30 days to get all items abated.

Cameron moved to close the public hearing.  King seconded the motion.  The public hearing was closed.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Kennedy Property 415 W 9th – Berkemeier made a motion to deny the appeal of violations.  Cameron seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Cameron said he would be okay if the violations were abated in 30 days with no fees being charged.  

Berkemeier asked if we could work on a progressive schedule.  

Kennedy stated that she will have it done in 30 days.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Berkemeier made a motion to allow 30 days from today to remedy all code violations listed.  If they are not done in 31 days the City will go in and remedy the situation.  If all violations are taken care of in 30 days all current fines will be dismissed.  Cameron seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

ITEMS NOT KNOWN IN ADVANCE:  None.

ADJOURN:  There was no further business to come before the Board; Cameron moved to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 5:45 p.m.
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
