CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 N Main Street Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Rob Hadley, Jemmy Miller, and Ron Gardner answered roll call.  City Attorney, Julie Newhouse was also present.

MINUTES:  Berkemeier moved to approve the minutes of November 19, 2024 as presented.  Bridges seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

MAYOR’S REPORT:	Mayor Pavey said we have been awarded a highway grant that is similar to the sign & post grant.  It is for pavement markings, etc.
