COMMON COUNCIL
APRIL 16, 2024

CALL TO ORDER:   The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 North Main Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG:  The Pledge to the Flag was recited by those present.

PRAYER:  Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer.

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Rob Hadley, Jemmy Miller, and Ron Gardner answered roll call.  Eli Bridges was not present.  Also present was City Attorney, Julie Newhouse.  

PUBLIC HEARING:  Re-Establish CCD fund – The meeting was opened for a public hearing to re-establish the CCD Fund.  There were no comments or questions from the public.  Berkemeier moved to close the public hearing.  Bridges seconded the motion.  The public hearing was closed. 

MINUTES:  Berkemeier moved to approve the minutes of the April 2, 2024 meeting as presented.  Gardner seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  Mayor Pavey gave the following report: 
1. Our ARI Region received 30,000,000.00 in Readi funds.
2. Chief Justice was asked by the new bourbon bar owner if he could put the fire department logo on a barrel lid and put it on the wall.  Berkemeier made a motion to allow putting the fire logo on the bourbon barrel and placing it on their wall.  Gardner seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
