CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 North Main Street Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG:  The Pledge to the Flag was recited by those present.

PRAYER:  Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer.

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Rob Hadley, Jemmy Miller, and Ron Gardner answered roll call.  Eli Bridges was not present.  Also present was City Attorney, Julie Newhouse. 

MINUTES:   Bridges moved to approve the minutes of May 8, 2024 meeting as presented.  Gardner seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

MAYOR’S REPORT:  Mayor Pavey reported:  
1. Handed out the Mayor’s award today to 2 sixth graders.
2. Attended the Senior’s White Coat Bio-Med Program.

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:  Clerk-Treasurer Copley handed out budget forms today for the year 2025.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  None.  

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS: 
Police:  Chief Tucker reported that they have received the 2024 Dodge Durango.

The application phase is over.  They have 6 applicants.  Tucker is hoping to start testing on the 8th.

There were approximately 50 participants in the Mayor’s 5K race. The recipient is Tri Kappa.  They don’t have the final numbers yet, but Tucker estimated that they will clear $3,500.00.

They have started helping out at the schools with evacuation drills.

Fire – Chief Justice said the tower truck is back in service.

Rescue II is in Martinsville being wrapped.  

The Board of Works moved to give a conditional offer of employment to Gavin Frank.

Park – Director Shaw reported that the bridge is down at South Veterans Park.  Thanks for help from the Street Department. We are working with StarWeld for the design of a new bridge.

The slide at the pool has been repainted.  A new chemtroller has been installed.  

We passed the 1st water test today.  We need 2 to open.  We also passed the Health Department inspection.  We plan to open Monday, May 27th.   The splash pad will open Friday, May 24th.

Summer camp is July 8-12 and is $50.00.  We do have funds for those that don’t have the money but want to attend camp.
 
June 3 we are having a pool party for HYCA in appreciation for all of their help.

A Park department employee removed 8-10 thousand bees from City Hall today.

Animal Control – Director Hanna said last week HYCA cleaned out mulch from the flower beds.  In about 2 weeks they will be putting down stone.  

We have some transports coming up.  June 3rd is the next public vet.  There are 98 spots left open for cats. 

Planning/Zoning/Code Enforcement – Director Copley reported that the grain bin demolition has begun. Work on the higher elevation will start tomorrow.

There has been quite a bit of mowing.  Thanks to the Street Department.

Our interns are looking to get some one-day projects going.  There will be an Intern starting on the 28th.  He will be working with Copley on updating our GIS.

NEW BUSINESS:
1. North Washington – Resolution 2024-9 Approval of all contract components and ability to sign contract and move forward – Bridges moved to approve Resolution 2024-9.  Hadley seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

2. Trane Abatement – Resolution 2024-10 – Declaratory Resolution Trane SB1 – This new line will be an investment of $2.8 mil.  It will include an additional 45 jobs by the end of this year. The scoring sheet gives us an opportunity to look at the application and the project.   Miller moved to approve Resolution 2024-10.  Gardner seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

3. Resolution 2024-12 – Adding Money Back to Appropriations – Bridges moved to approve Resolution 2024-12.  Hadley seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

4. Glenwood Water Update – We will schedule a meeting with Mayor Frank and Brad Colter. 

CLAIMS: Bridges moved to approve the claims as presented.  Miller seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

ITEMS NOT KNOWN IN ADVANCE:  Bridges said he had a phone call yesterday from Ann Curtis requesting Council to reconsider the stop sign.   Bridges told her it did not meet the criteria.  Berkemeier also received a call from Curtis.
