CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above and time at 330 North Main Street Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

PRAYER:  Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer.

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Rob Hadley, Jemmy Miller, and Ron Gardner answered roll call.  Eli Bridges was not present.

MINUTES:  Bridges moved to approve the minutes from the May 21, 2024 meeting as presented.  Miller seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

MAYOR’S REPORT:  Mayor Pavey reported the following: 
1. His presentation on Thursday in Orlando was well received.
2. Property on N Washington has been mowed.
We will be having conversations with both county residents that live in the area. 
3. The summer concert series begins this weekend.
4. A section of plaster fell at Fish Moon.  We are moving forward to get it taken care of.  Today a contractor was on site.  We are trying to be sufficient and timely.   

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:  None.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  Council President Berkemeier congratulated Eli Bridges and all of the 2024 graduates.  He wished them good luck in their endeavors.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS: 
Police – Chief Tucker said they will be testing 5 patrolman applicants this Saturday. 
  
They have been discussing challenges that will come before them during the 4th of July and the fair events and how they might handle those challenges.

The Police 5K will be July 13th at 8:30.

They are taking advantage of all of the training that is coming available.  

Fire – Assistant Chief Green reported that they are waiting on the paperwork approving Gavin Frank for employment.

Our firefighters will be doing a good amount of training.

Street – Commissioner Land said they installed a storm sewer in the 500 block of East 8th Street.  

They have been busy with the sidewalk program.

They are preparing things for the Riverside Park concerts.

Tom Paul Owens and Bill Emerson have been trained to spray for mosquitos.

Park – Director Shaw reminded Council that summer camp will be July 8-12 @ 9:00 a.m.– 2:00 p.m.  The cost is $50.00 and it includes lunch.  Funds are available for anyone that can’t afford to pay.

The first concert is this Saturday and the second one is June 15th.

The pool and splash pad are open.  

We will be having an employee pool party on June 22nd from 7 p.m. – 9 p.m.

On June 28th we will be having an appreciation party for organizations that have helped us with a variety of things.

We are getting ready to grass the hill.

The Board of Works gave approval to have Zack Sweet work part-time year-round.

Utilities – We are having problems at the waste water plant with the wet weather process.  

Things are working fine at the water plant.
  
Samples for the PFAS testing came back and they did not find anything.  We will take additional samples in October.

Planning/Zoning/Code Enforcement – Director Copley reported that the demolition of the grain bin is finished.  Everything has been removed. They will be doing some back fill. 

A neighboring resident asked if they were going to be putting down poison for rats.  They said they were not due to there not being any signs of vermin.

My intern has completed his first week doing GIS.  He will be working on GIS for the utilities for the next few weeks.

Animal Control – Director Hanna reported that Taylor Singleton has submitted her resignation.  The Board of Works gave Hanna permission to open the hiring process.
