NEW BUSINESS:
1. Sexton Street- Shoulder Extension and Traffic Dividers in 1600 block (school zone) – The school wants to install bollards in the center of the street between BRMS & the elementary.  They also would like to install a gravel shoulder on the east side of the same area.  The school would be responsible to install & maintain both.  

2. Bus Stop relocation Perkins Street (between 6th & 7th Street Graham School) –Due to construction Bridges moved to  move the location of a bus stop from the east side to the west. Hadley seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

3. Air Assisted Braking – HWY 3 – We have been getting complaints of trucks braking getting more often.  The City has no enforceability due to not having a noise ordinance. 

4. May Meeting Date – The Mayor will be out of town from the 1st to the 8th.  Berkemeier made a motion to cancel the May 6 meetings.  Miller seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

5. FEMA certification – Will be an additional 2-3 weeks.
