The agreement was to reconcile and properly allocate the funds in a cooperative manner.   Berkemeier moved to approve the interlocal agreement.  Hadley seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
CLAIMS: Gardner moved to approve the claims as presented.  Berkemeier seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
