CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 N Main Street Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG:  The Pledge to the Flag was recited by those present.

PRAYER:  Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer.

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Rob Hadley, Jemmy Miller, and Ron Gardner answered roll call.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
1. Additional Appropriation – $115,000.00 - There were no questions or comments.  Berkemeier moved to close the public hearing.  Bridges seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

2. Trane SB1 – Berkemeier noted that this is a new project.  There were no questions or comments.  Berkemeier moved to close the public hearing.  Gardner seconded the motion.  The public hearing was closed.
  
3. Utility Master Plan - Whitney Koelling from Ara gave a brief description of the plan.  Dick Weigle from HWC gave a power point presentation on the utility master plan and stormwater alternatives. 

Councilman Berkemeier asked if this was a county drain known as the Hackleman drain and it runs through Hodges branch. The goal of this project is to reduce the flow of water coming through the city. Berkemeier stated that there should be more cooperation from the County.  
Brian Sheehan asked if this could mix with recreation? The response was that you could but it will be dry the majority of the time.  
There being no further questions of comments; Berkemeier moved to close the public hearing.  Bridges seconded the motion.  The public hearing was closed.

MINUTES:  Bridges moved to approve the minutes of the June 3, 2025 meeting as presented. Hadley seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Perkins said half of the kids are under 9 years of age.  A sign may keep a child from getting hurt or killed.  Chief Tucker said they will take a look at it.  Bridges said a person doesn’t want to stop every 2 or 3 blocks. Miller suggested to have the traffic committee do a study and give a recommendation.
