CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 N Main Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  Mayor Pavey gave the following report.  He and the Department Heads are beginning to dig into the 2026 budget.

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:   Copley asked Council if they were agreeable with her thoughts on the Sanitation NR budget.   Council was agreeable with Copley’s request.  They also said we need to review our trash fee. 

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  Council President Berkemeier said he couldn’t find the claims for this meeting.  Accounts Payable forgot to email them.  Copley had made copies for Council to review.

4. Sexton Street – Shoulder Extension and Traffic Dividers in 1600 block (School Zone) Status – The School will pay all expenses.  Councilman Bridges said he wasn’t sure if they are still planning to put in the gates. 
5. Air Assisted Braking Hwy 3 – Pavey said he doesn’t think the City can do anything. It would be hard to enforce and regulate.  

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Traffic Study 9th & Sexton – Update –Chief Tucker said the Street Commissioner put the radar station on Sexton Street for traffic heading north bound.  There were 4377 vehicles come through this area with an average speed of 22 miles per hour.  They will turn the radar facing the other direction and gather further information.   

CLAIMS AND JANUARY & FEBRUARY 2025 BANK RECONCILIATION – Berkemeier moved to approve the claims and bank reconciliation as presented.  Bridges seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

ITEMS NOT KNOWN IN ADVANCE:  Sandy Fussner said the 4th of July is quickly approaching and they are accepting donations for fireworks. 

Chief Tucker reported that the State is requiring that we upgrade our 911 equipment.  The cost is $31,534.82 with an annual maintenance of approximately $6,000.00.  Tucker said he has enough funds to cover the cost in his 911 fund.  We do not have to coordinate with the County.  Berkemeier made a motion to approve the 911 upgrade.  Hadley seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

ADJOURN: There was nothing further to come before Council; Bridges moved to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 6:26 p.m.
