CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 N Main Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG  

PRAYER:  Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer.

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Rob Hadley, and Ron Gardner answered roll call.  Jemmy Miller arrived immediately after the roll was called.

MINUTES: Bridges moved to approve the minutes of the June 17, 2025 meeting as presented.  Hadley seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Pavey reported the following: 
1. The Brownfield projects that we have been working on went well.  This was on the Laker property & the old Graham School. There was some asbestos that was found in old roofing, but it was not the kind that floats around therefore, it was able to go to the landfill.  They have been monitoring the air quality. The bus stop is expected to remain in place.
2. We signed the paperwork this week on the Laker land swap. 
3. Riverside Connector will have separate fenced areas.  We contacted Indot to change the route of the trail making it much better.
4. Next week we will have someone painting a temporary mural on the wall that was left after the fire at the Corner Restaurant.
5. We have a couple of things before the Commissioners.  One is about getting utilities out to 200 N to the training center.  The other is culvert pipes and their involvement.
6. Mayer Pavey said he has not turned in his budget.  He said he finds it extremely challenging this year with the Governor’s SB1. Entering into large and long-time purchases is going to be difficult. Pavey said he believes there will be unintended issues to this bill.  We don’t know what the impact is going to be.  Utilities will continue to go up.  As a result, we will have to have to consider a wheel tax in order to get CCMG funding.  We will also need to consider LOIT, storm water, and trash fees.  The Governor cut property taxes, which cut our revenue, therefore we are left to make up the difference in our revenue or reduce services or employees.

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT: Copley informed Council that we were unable to move forward with the additional appropriation increase because with all of the funds we encumbered there was not money left to draw from.  Copley said she has received money from cigarette tax and would ask permission to increase the amount that was approved at the last meeting with Resolution 2025-13 from $30,000.00 to $35,000.00.  Berkemeier made a motion to increase the transfer with resolution 2025-13 by $5,000.00.  Bridges seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT: Council President Berkemeier said he was just going to inquire about budgets.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
· READi Designation – Diamond – Diamond is moving forward.  They are looking to be in full production by the 3rd quarter.
· Readi 1.0 Washington Street – The only project.

· Diversity, Equity & Inclusion Council – Mayor Pavey said this was a very nice event.  The speaker did an excellent job. Junior Williams thanked the committee, the city, and everyone involved.  Williams said “you guys really rock”.  He also thanked Samantha Copley for providing hot dogs.  

CITIZEN CONCERNS/COMMENTS:  Mayor Pavey said he received a citizen concern.  They are neighbors to the Kennedy property.  They said they are hearing what sounds like a generator running constantly.  Their assumption is that their electricity has been turned off. The constant noise is annoying them.  Pavey asked Director Copley and Chief Tucker to look into the matter.

a) 5th & Jackson – They are getting ready to start the project.
b) Waits Ave Culvert – The project is moving along faster than expected.
