MEETING OF THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF RUSHVILLE, INDIANA
JULY 15, 2025

CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 N Main Street Suite 200, Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG:  The Pledge to the Flag was recited by those present.  

PRAYER:  Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer.

ROLL CALL: Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Rob Hadley, Jemmy Miller, and Ron Gardner answered roll call.

MINUTES:  Bridges moved to approve the minutes of the July 1, 2025 meeting as presented.  Miller seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

MAYOR’S REPORT:
Mayor Pavey said they are painting a mural on the side of the building where the former Corner Restaurant stood.  The interned designed the drawing.

Pavey presented the signs for Copley Circle & Bridges Way that will be in the new Washington Street addition.
 
CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:  Clerk-Treasurer Copley said she finally received approval for the re-establishment of the CCD fund.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  Berkemeier said he has started looking into the trash fee issue.

He encouraged everyone to attend the 5 days of prayer for our community.  It is from 5-7 July 14-18 at the county conservation building. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
· READi designation – Diamond Pet Foods – Diamond is still targeting the 3rd quarter for opening.
· READi 1.0 Washington Street – The READi portion is almost done.
· READi 2.0 – Gearing up for an August announcement.
· Lilly Blight Regional Blight Meeting – This the school renewal program.  Havens is one of ours along with the Graham property. 
· Lilly Arts & Culture – In the works.
· Diversity, Equity & Inclusion Council – Nothing.

CITIZEN CONCERNS/COMMENTS: Councilman Bridges said he had a phone call from Craig Smith concerning the area at 11th & Spencer Streets.  Water is still coming from the curb at 11th & Spencer.  Greg Shook said they have been trying to figure out how to stop the leaking. They found out there is another water line that they didn’t know about.  They are trying to figure out how to shut it down.  

PROJECTS/DEPARTMENTS:  
1. CCMG –
a. 5th & Jackson – Start of construction – July (gas line) - They are trying to get the elevation of an existing line. 
b. Waits Ave Culvert-Under Construction – Working on back fill.  Aaron Coon informed Land that the County got the approval to go ahead and make repairs to the ditch downstream.
2. Real Estate – 
a. Laker Property – Public Works Campus – We signed off on this property.
b. Hankins Property – Closing this week.
c. Washington Street – 2 more lots closing –

PUBLIC WORKS 
4. Street Department - Tree & Sidewalk Program - Restart in fall
5. City Utilities – We are waiting on a recommendation from Burke.

PUBLIC SAFETY
6. Police/Fire/Utility – Public Safety Training Campus – Status:
a. Retention/Detention Pond Construction – We will have some conversations in this regard.  
b. Utility Easements – We need to make a formal request to the county.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
1. N Washington Street – The civil project is closing out.  We are looking at some drainage concerns and erosion control.
2. Traffic Study – 9th & Sexton – Chief Tucker said his recommendation is to put up a radar sign like the one on 44.   
3. Solid Waste/Transfer Station – We are waiting on a lease agreement.  The County gave a favorable recommendation.
NEW BUSINESS:
1. Trash Fee Conversation – Mayor Pavey said New Castle just upped their fee.  Pavey said he thinks everyone is in the same boat.  He will have Kim call around to get some idea of what other communities are doing.  Bridges said some are charging for recycling.
2. Contract for Administration - SS4A – The Board of Works approved the contract with Ara.
3. City Noise Ordinance – 986 Donald Street Dirt Bike - Tucker said the owner built a track for his son to ride on his dirt bike.  The police department has not received any noise complaints.  He suggested that a letter be drafted stating that this is an ordinance violation.  Tucker said the bikes are muffled.  Those complaining are county people.  Pavey said if we don’t respond for all things we can’t enforce this either.   

CLAIMS AND MARCH 2025 BANK RECONCILIATION – Bridges moved to approve the claims and the March 2025 bank reconciliation.  Hadley seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

ITEMS NOT KNOWN IN ADVANCE:  SB1 –Mayor Pavey said we are going to be asked to put additional fees in place.  The fees should be in place before this fall.  When the cuts start we will have to have the paperwork in place.  We are looking at a City wheel tax, trash fee increases, and LIT will also be involved.  In order to get CCMG funding we must have the LIT & wheel tax in place.

ADJOURN:  There was nothing further to come before Council; Berkemeier moved to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 7:05 p.m.
