

MEETING OF THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF RUSHVILLE, INDIANA
AUGUST 5, 2025
6:00 P.M.											

CALL TO ORDER:  The Common Council of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 N Main Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 6:20 p.m.

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG:  The Pledge to the Flag was recited by those present.

PRAYER: Council President Berkemeier led those present in prayer

ROLL CALL:  Bob Bridges, Brad Berkemeier, Rob Hadley, Jemmy Miller, and Ron Gardner answered roll call.

PUBLIC HEARING – The public hearing was opened to discuss a Downtown Revitilization Planning Grant with OCRA/CDBG.  The request is expected to be $40,000.00.  Time was given for comments or questions.  There were none.  Berkemeier made a motion to close the public hearing.  Bridges seconded the motion.  The public hearing was closed.

MINUTES:  Berkemeier moved to approve the minutes of the July 15, 2025 meeting as presented.  Gardner seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Pavey gave the following report:
1. Sheepdog has signed to end his lease with the City.
2. We will be setting up a meeting with the Humane Society. 
3. We had an arts meeting last week.
4. We are working to solidify the structure and procedures for the Neighborhood Development.  

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT: Clerk- Treasurer Copley informed Council that she will have a budget meeting Thursday morning with the DLGF.

She also reminded Council that the salary ordinance has to be done by November 1.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT: Council President Berkemeier said we need to have trash fee discussions.  He told Council members to send him their thoughts.

SB1 – He has started to watch the Purdue seminar on wheel tax.

CITIZENS CONCERNS/COMMENTS:
· Comcate Submission – Dan Burklow - At the last meeting Council voted not to do anything in regard to the noise from the home-built dirt bike track on Donald Street.  At the last meeting Council decided not to do anything about the dirt bike track.

Burklow said he had contacted Director Copley regarding the weeds.  He asked if the Donald Street property is in the City limits? The Mayor said it is in the City.  Burklow then wanted to know what the weed measurement was per City ordinance.  Berkemeier said 8 inches.  Burklow said there is going to be a rodent problem in this area due to the weeds.  He said the weeds are well over 10 inches.  Burklow said he and his neighbors are just asking the City to do their job. Bridges said we need to notified the property owner to cut down the weeds.  If not done the City will come in and take care of it.  The property owner will be notified by the City regarding the weeds.  

PROJECTS/DEPARTMENTS:
1. CCMG – 
a.  5th & Jackson - Start of construction – Some gas lines need to be moved before they can go forward.
b. Waits Addition Culvert – Work is complete.  With the rain this morning it showed that the culvert is doing the job we had planned.

3. Planning/Zoning/Code Enforcement
a. Water Supply/Shut-off - When someone’s Water is shut off is it ok to carry water in by bucket.  We would have raw sewage on the ground if that happens.
