CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

· R-863 S. Donald St. – HEARING DATE – FEB 3:  Property owner was not present, but confirmed receipt of hearing notifications. Samantha Copley provided the Board members her Finding of Facts packet.  Samantha Copley spoke with the property owner and requested that he present a timeline for property repairs.  Ms. Precious, sister of the former resident, appeared before the Board members to testify as to the conditions of the property. Copley has not received a response from the property owner in regards to his timeline, and believes the current condition of the property is likely the same, or similar, to the condition from initial inspection last summer. Berkemeier moved to close this hearing; Cameron seconded. Motion carried. Copley would like to send the property owner an Order to re-inspect the property. Berkemeier suggests punitive consequences for the property owner, should he not respond to the Order in a reasonable manner. Cameron moved to approve findings of fact “C”, pending remaining finding of fact post-inspection completion within the next three weeks;  Bridges seconded; Berkemeier voted nay. Motion carried.
· R-335 N. Morgan Street – HEARING DATE – FEB 3: Jamie Moore is the property manager, and was present for the hearing. Samantha Copley provided the Board members her Finding of Facts packet.  Projected date of completion is April 1st.  Copley recommended that the property owner complete the required tasks. Cameron moved to close this hearing; King seconded. Motion carried. Cameron moved to approve findings of fact;  King seconded. Motion carried.

MINUTES:  Cameron motioned to approve Unsafe Meeting Minutes from January 20, 2026; Berkemeier seconded the motion. Motion carried.
