Mayor Pavey asked the residents present if anyone had tried to contact the County and ask them while they are preparing their UDO how they are protected as residents.  Dan Burklow said the County said they needed to take their complaint to the City.  Pavey said they have not received a complaint on Comcate.  The resident did not know anything about Comcate.  Pavey also asked the resident if they had tried to talk to Spade regarding this issue.   No one had talked to Spade.  Mayor Pavey said you haven’t created anything to protect yourself. Pavey said if someone would bring in a video to us that would be valuable. Berkemeier said the 1st thing he would do was talk to Spade.  Mayor said if they would give us a list of what they are requesting by Tuesday the City will talk to Spade with their concerns.
