MEETING OF THE CITY OF RUSHVILLE UNSAFE HEARING BOARD
APRIL 7, 2026

CALL TO ORDER:  The Unsafe Hearing Board of the City of Rushville met on the above date and time at 330 N Main Suite 200 Rushville, Indiana.  Mayor Pavey called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL:  Gary Cameron, Brad Berkemeier, Phil King, and Maria Bridges answered roll call.

PUBLIC HEARING:  
436-438 Casa Rica Investments –  Mayor Pavey opened the public hearing for this property.  Present to represent the owner via Teams were Kassandra Olson, representative for the owner, Gerald Price potential purchaser, and Richard Judd, TLF engineer.

Unsafe Director Copley said we were revisiting the order for demolition that was recorded as an unsafe structure by her findings of fact that was affirmed.  She said the City has been maintaining the grounds for some time.  Copley asked what their plans were for the structure.

Kasandra said the plan is to remodel. The structure has been cleared approving the plan.  The funds are in place.  Gerald Price says he is able to rehab the structure.  The goal is to rehab and rent out the building.

Berkemeier said we have been dealing with this property for 3 years and he is ready to move forward with demolition.  Price has been managing the property during the owner’s health issues. Funding is ready and contracts are current.  We have the potential to close this week and start work.

Copley said we have not seen anything in writing.  How do we know this will be taken care of and maintained? Kasandra said she reached out to the City in early March.

King asked what the $60,000 budget consists of doing. Judd said it is a total gut job to make it safe and usable.  Copley asked where is the property manager is located.  Kasandra said in Indiana.  They manage other properties besides this one. Berkemeier asked how long would it take to rehab. The answer was about 8 weeks weather permitting. 

Kasandra said we need to update the title work.  

Cameron asked how far out to start construction. The answer was 7-10-days after closing.  Kasandra will get something in writing.  

Mayor Pavey said we need a letter of title, letter of finance, a construction contract, and a budget.

Berkemeier moved to close the public hearing.  Cameron seconded the motion.  The public hearing was closed.

Berkemeier commented that we have been dealing with this property for so long it is just too little too late. He is ready to move forward with demolition. 

232 E 8th -  Copley stated that this property has been in a state of disrepair for 3 years.  Last year she was approached from a gentleman that was buying the property on contract for a demolition permit.  The owner declined.  A for sale sign comes & goes.   Copley said she would like to go ahead and set a demo date. Cameron moved to close the public hearing.   Berkemeier seconded the motion.  The public hearing was closed. 

MINUTES: Berkemeier moved to approve the minutes of the March 17, 2025 as presented.  Cameron seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
